1.2 安装 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop
如果计算机上没有安装 Linux 系统或要替换现有的 Linux 系统，请遵循这些指导。

将 SUSE Linux Enterprise Desktop DVD 插入驱动器，然后重引导计算机以启动安装程序。在使用传统 BIOS 的计算机上，您会看到如下所示的图形引导屏幕。在配有 UEFI 的计算机上，将使用略有不同

的引导屏幕。UEFI 计算机支持安全引导。

按 F2  可更改安装程序的语言。系统会自动选择相应的键盘布局。有关更改引导选项的更多信息，请参见Book “Deployment Guide” 3 “Installation with YaST”3.2.1.1 “The Boot Screen on

Machines Equipped with Traditional BIOS”或Book “Deployment Guide” 3 “Installation with YaST”3.2.1.2 “The Boot Screen on Machines Equipped with UEFI”。
