GXL supports a much richer graph model than gxf2gv will attempt to map GXL constructs into the
analogous GV construct when this is possible.

The following options are supported:

-g The command name and input filetensions are ignored, the input is taken as a GV file and a
GXL file is generated.

Both gxl2gv and gv2gxl return O if there were no problems during e@nsion; and non-zero if gnerror
occurred.

BUGS
gxl2gvwill only corvert in one directioneen if given multiple files with varying suffixes.

The cowersion can only handle one graph per GXL file.
There are some GXL constructs whigti2gv cannot handle.
