The root graph is laid out as a square. Then, re@ysithe region of a cluster or graph is partitioned
among its top-teel nodes and clusters, with eackai a oughly square subregion with its specified area.

BUGS
At present, patchwork ignores edges, and supplies no visual clues to indicate regthgclues might
consist of nested boxes or thicker rectangular outlines. In addition, it would be good if some cluster label
could be displayed.

Pachwork has no mechanism for fitting labels within the supplied box.
